The Treaty includes no provisions for the
economic recovery of Europe — nothing to make the defeated Central Empires
into good neighbours. The Big Three were preoccupied with other issues -
Clemenceau to crush the economic life of his enemy, Lloyd George to bring
home something that would be acceptable for a week, the President to do
nothing that was not just and right.
